CDR Metz is the AEGIS Area Commander/DDG Project Officer at the Supervisor of Shipbuilding, 
Pascagoula, MS, and the Program Manager Representative to PEO TSC for the DDG 51 
Construction Program.  He will describe the drydock facilities and repairs needed to restore the USS
